	1.  Increase in migrants along the Oregon Trail due to the discovery of gold in California in 1848 increased pressures on food supplies for Plains Indians, because migrants disturbed the buffalo herds.  Less food meant more conflict between the tribes.  
	2. White migrants assumed that Indian war parties they saw were a threat to them.  Mostly, though they were just witnessing conflict between tribes.  They also put pressure on the food supply by killing buffalo for meat.
	3. Both white migrants and Plains Indians demanded the US government to provide protection.  This resulted in the Fort Laramie Treaty of 1851.
