The new barrels didn’t preserve food so 					 got sick on the journey to attack England meaning the 					 was weaker.  Therefore this was a reason the Armada failed.

Also the wind then forced the Spanish round Scotland and 			 where the weather wrecked the Spanish in storms. Therefore the wind was an important reason that the tactics depended on.
