Population pressure was a reason why poverty increased. The population increased from 				 to 4 million.  This increased the demand for food so prices 				. Also because there were so many people who can work the 					 did not increase so people couldn’t afford food. This meant people could not afford prices and fell into 					.

However, poverty also increased due to changes in farming. Landowners began to 				 land by putting hedges round their land and evicting (kicking off) people from their land.  These larger farms required fewer labourers so many lost their jobs leading to poverty. Therefore enclosure led to poverty increasing.
Changes in farming was a problem for poverty. Farmers shifted from growing grain to 				farming. This was because the 			 trade was growing and they could make a lot of money. The lack of grain meant prices increased making it harder for the poor to afford food and so they fell into poverty.
The government was also a problem that made the issues worse. For example the Statute of 				 in 1563 set a maximum wage limit that did not keep up with the price of 				 . This meant people fell into poverty.
