This meant she had control but it kept people happy who thought a woman should not be in charge of the church.  The Act of Uniformity had bits to please Catholics and 				.    For example the Act of Uniformity decided the Bible should be in 				 which pleased the 					. Also the Act of Uniformity kept the wording of the communion service 				 so it sounded like the bread and 			was Jesus’ body and blood to please Catholics, but also about remembering, to please Protestants. Catholics were also happy that some decoration was kept and priests had to wear 				. Therefore many people could accept the settlement which helped solve the problem of religion.
However the settlement did not fully solve the issue of religion.  Some 			 protestants, called Puritans were not totally happy. The Puritans hated Catholics and didn’t want anything Catholic in the Church.  They were unhappy that priests had to wear 				 and so puritan priests refused to wear it.  This showed that groups in England were still not happy with religion and so the settlement had not 						
Moreover, the settlement did not fully solve the 										 as some Catholics were still unhappy. Some Catholics refused to attend Church services and became 				 showing their annoyance. Also some Catholics were so annoyed they tried to overthrow Elizabeth (look at p.97) in the Revolt of 							.  These actions show Catholics were unhappy with the religious settlement. 
Overall the religious settlement did largely solve the problem of religion as most people were happy with it.  Some groups like 				 and 				 were annoyed and refused to do as they were told or rebelled, but these were small groups. Most people in England could agree with the settlement and so it did solve the problem of religion for most people.
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
