The Popes more serious action was in 1570 when he 					Elizabeth.  The excommunication meant Catholics no longer had to obey Elizabeth and were encouraged to overthrow her. As a result it was only after the 1570 excommunication that the major Catholic plots began. This therefore shows that the 				 was a major reason why Catholic opposition to Elizabeth increased.
However it wasn’t just the papacy’s role, Mary Queen of Scots was a reason why 				 opposition to Elizabeth increased. Mary was the focus of all plots with 				  wanting to overthrow Elizabeth and replace her with Mary. The Throckmorton and Babington plots both aimed to 				 Elizabeth and replace her with Mary. This shows Mary Queen of Scots was a cause of plots against Elizabeth. 
Mary was also more important than the papacy as she inspired 					 before the excommunication.  The 1569 Revolt of the Northern Earls aimed to overthrow Elizabeth and replace her with Mary.  This shows Mary being a 					 alternative to Elizabeth, who Catholics thought was illegitimate, was also a reason.
It can also be argued that the religious 					was a key reason why Catholic opposition increased. Elizabeth did try to keep both Catholics and Protestants happy in her settlement but there were still elements Catholics were unhappy with, for example the 			 in English and the 							being vague and not clearly Catholic.
